Videos -- upload your videos, YouTube 
videos, or any other video as long as it is 
an approved video format.



Eventsðplan, announce, invite people to 
an event.  Invite your Facebook Friends 
and friends who are not on Facebook. 
You can search for local or national 
events to attend. 

Gifts -- icons that you can send to a 
Friend along with a message.



Notes -- another way to blog or 
communicate with your Friends.
